Charlie was a business man in Decatur County beginning in the late 1940’s operating a café, funeral home, and furniture store.  He was a great humanitarian within the community freely giving his time and money for good causes.  This monetary scholarship will be given annually to two deserving students at DCHS to be used in their pursuit of a secondary education at the institution of their choice.  

Any interested students who feel they qualify in meeting the following selection criteria are encouraged to apply.  Applications must be received by April 15th.  

Selection Criteria for the Applicant includes:
· Attendance and proposed graduation from DCHS;

· A minimum GPA of 2.5; 

· Demonstrating a desire to develop acquaintances through participation in school and community activities;

· Demonstrating ethical standards in school and community activities;

· Demonstrating interest and participation in community activities; 

· Demonstrating a desire for knowledge of other cultures and international events;

· Demonstrating responsibility through good school attendance and strong work ethics.

Scholarship Recipients:
· Two scholarships will be awarded as determined by a Scholarship Committee consisting of the DCHS principal, counselor, and two Rotarians.

· Scholarships are $500 for one year and are non-renewable.

· Scholarships will be awarded during the annual DCHS Awards Assembly 

· Scholarship will be paid in two installments of $250; one for the Fall semester and again for the Spring semester.  This will be given directly to the recipient after proof of college registration has been received.
