Lora graduated from DCHS as Co-Valedictorian in 2006.  In high school, she was active in music and sports.  She excelled in power lifting and was a “World Class” lifter.  In 2004 she was the USAPL High School National Champion at 114 lbs. and a member of the US World Team.  She won a silver and two bronze medals at the World Power Lifting meet in Pretoria, Africa.  She continued lifting in college and won a bronze medal at Collegiate Nationals. 

Lora worked as a CNA at the Oberlin Good Samaritan Center and loved her work there.  She continued her strong academic record at Kansas State with a cumulative 3.84 GPA in her senior year.  She was a member of the K-State ROTC battalion and was awarded the rank of Cadet Lieutenant Colonel and Battalion Commander.  Lora was a graduate of the US Army Airborne School and was a Level IV Combative instructor.  She had completed the memorial Baton Death March marathon at White Sands, New Mexico, and had been a member of the K-State Ranger Challenge team that placed fifth in the nation.

SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA:

1. Must be a student in good standing qualifying for graduation from Decatur Community High School.

2. Must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.5 or better on a 4.0 scale.

3. Must take and complete the ROTC course.

4. Must submit an essay, no more than one page, which explains educational and career goals.

5. First preference will be given to an Army ROTC student at Kansas State University.

6. Second preference will be given to an Air Force ROTC student at Kansas State.  The next preference will be an ROTC student at any college.
7. DEADLINE FOR APPLYING:  April 1
8. Student:  Return completed application to the office of the DCHS Guidance Counselor. 

SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS:

1. Will be announced at the annual DCHS Awards Assembly.

2. The amount of this scholarship will be $1,000.00.  The award is for one year and


nonrenewable.

3. Will have half sent to the student after proof of enrollment in ROTC class, and the second half sent after completion of first semester class and enrollment in the second semester ROTC class.

4. The selection committee will consist of the counselor, principal, teacher, and member(s) of the Marietta family.
